A sports instructor at our school
believes “the physiotherapist 15 necessary
for primary injury diagnosis and treatment,
which is vital for sport, to get the players
back on the field quicker.”™ The
physiotherapist is Mr James Wessels who 15
at the gym regularly.

The second phase of rehabilitation is
handled at bio-kinetics, situated m Donald
Murray Street.

Sentrum antwoord vraag na fasiliteite

Die skietbaan van Grey Kollege is sedert
2006 in onbruik. Wetgewing het die aanbied
van  skyfskiet by alle skole sedert 2003
verbied en daarmee ‘n trotse geskiedenis
van prestasie deur Grey-leerders beéindig.

Slegs luggeweerskiet mag deur
leerders beoefen word. Sedert 1938 het 20
oud-Greys Springbokkleure in skyfskiet
verwerf. Voeg hierby die nege Springbokke
in Kleiteikenskiet, drie in Boogskiet, twee in
Silhocétskiet en een elk in Kleiduif- en
Boogveldskiet, blyk die prestasie van Grey
op skietgebied uitsonderlik te wees. Die
vraag ontstaan nou: Hoe kan of gaan die
onbenutte skietbaan in die tockoms
aangewend word?

Volgens mnr. Volsteedt iz die
langtermynbeplanning om die skietbaan te
omskep ol te vervang met 'n binnenshuise
sportsentrum. Athangende van die aard en

infrastruktuur van die beoogde sport-
sentrum, kan hierdie ontwikkeling Grey se
sport tot nog hoér vlakke voer. Die ontwerp
van ‘n moderne binnenshuise sportsentrum
word bepaal deur die vraag na fasiliteite en
dienste, en natuurlik deur die fondse
beskikbaar.

After many years of inactivity the Reunie is
glad 1o report that “Sleepy Hollow™ has
awakened with reactivated Old Grey
activities i East London. We trust that the
enthusiastic efforts of Gerhard Pretorius
(1993) to rekindle the Grey spirit in the
Border area will be sustained and expanded
with the support of the many old boys in that
part of the country.

The good old days were not always as
marvellous as related by senior Old Greys,
but many of these folk have experienced a
great deal in their days at Grey and life itself.
Two such men, Dallas Muir (1938) and Roy
MNorton (1945) have enthralled the East
London voungsters with tales of their glory
days at Grey and the legendary teachers they
encountered.

Dallas Muir (1938), borm and raised in
Dordrecht, saw several of his family attend
the nearby Queens College and  Selborne
College, but his father wanted Dallas to be
fluent in both English and Afrikaans, which
resulted in him attending Grey. A decision
for which he was eternally grateful to his dad
as language skills were key to his future
rewarding career as a Magistrate in the
Eastern Cape.

In 1938 the country was politically
divided because of diverse sentiments
concerning the war, but with the astute Jock
Meiring at the helm the pupils and stafl
remained committed to the ideals of Grey.

After matric Dallas joined the 8 A Air
Force and was seconded to the RAF but due
to a hearing problem was not allowed to
serve in an active unit, only on coastal air
patrol duties.

Now almost 90 years of age and with
most of his fellow pupils deceased, he
fondly remembers his school captain,

(Frome) Daflas Muir 1938, Roy Nerton 1945 (Middle) Wharton Smith 1976, Pawl van Rooyen 1983, Norman Steyn 1973, Patric Bouwwer 1981,
Dawie Schlebusch 1980 (Back) Tony Balshaw 1978, Willim Bosch 1938

Boepie Richter and other memorable
classmates such as the late Clem Lurie whao,
like Dallas and many others, served in the
armed lorees.

The son of a Rouxville farmer, Roy
Morton (19435), like Dallas also has many a
tale to tell the voungsters. The whole school
was in uproar when Grey, having won the

Garth Strydom, grade 11 pupil at Grey, is not
only the European Barefool Water-8ki
Champion, but is also ranked 2nd in the
world as a junior and 9th in the world in the
open division. With 130 national medals, 40
trophies and 26 mternational medals of
which 17 are gold he definitely is one of a
kind!

His interest in the sport started at the
age of four when the family went for an
outing to a river where his uncle introduced
him to this extreme sport. The love for the
sport and his motto, “1f you can dream it, vou
can achieve 1t,” resulted in him obtaining
provincial colours when he was only 10
vears old. Garth was born and raised in
Bloemfontein by parents who participated in
various sports at provincial level - no
wonder that his father is his role model and
coach.

Barefool water-ski is definitely not a
sport for “sissies”, according to Garth. [tis a
dangerous sport because of the speed
involved (73 kmvh). The three disciplines of
competitive barefoot water-skiing are
slalom, trick and jump, of which the latter is
the most dangerous. One bad jump or

landing can cause severe injury. It is thus
essential to wear a helmet which is the only
compulsory protective gear for the jump.
Gareth practices on the Modder River just
outside Bloemfontein at Sunset Resort. He
trains 2-3 hours a day, five days a week and
regularly does holiday and winter training
camps.

There are only a few people in the
country who participate in this sport,
because of the cost and the water
availability. The equipment is all imported
and the training involves expensive boats
and fuel. Garth's advice for beginners is that
anyone with a competitive spirit and a heart
to win will enjoy this extreme sport. Garth
enjoys spending time with his closely-knit
family who also accompanies him on
OVErscas loumaments.

Ower the past number of vears he has
attended tournaments in laly, France and
the United States of America.

Barefool water-ski is not an Olympic
Sport, because it is considered extreme. 1t is,
however, part of the World Games which is
held every 4 wyears and Garth hopes to
compete in it in 2013, After that he hopes to
become a successful barefoot water-ski
coach.
